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HEZEKIAH’S LAST FIFTEEN YEARS

2 Kings 18:17 – 19:37, 20:20-21, 2 Chronicles 32:1-23

In Hezekiah’s sixth year, Israel had been carried captive to Assyria:  in his fourteenth year, Assyria captured the fenced cities of Judah (2 Kings 18:13), and Hezekiah’s great illness occurred (subtract 15 years, 2 Kings 20:6a, from total of 29, 2 Kings 18:2).  See now what happened in the remainder of his reign:
