B. Pictures and Prophecies of Christ and of God in 2 Samuel:

1. Notice how the setting up of the kingdom of Israel foreshadows the setting up of Christ’s kingdom.  In what specific way was David like Christ as king?

2. Notice how the preservation of David’s kingdom from Absalom and Ahithophel, who were usurpers, foreshadows the preservation of Christ’s kingdom from Antichrist.

3. Study the prophecy of Christ recorded in  2 Samuel 7:12-16 and 1 Chronicles 17:11-14, noticing how each clause looks forward to some part of Christ’s life.  Even 2 Samuel 7:14c may be translated “If he assume iniquity…” or, “If sin be laid upon Him…” (See Isaiah 53:6), and thus could be true of Christ.

4. Notice how David twice in 2 Samuel pictures God’s attitude toward us today:

a. In his allowing Mephibosheth, “such a dead dog,” of the enemy household of Saul, to sit at the king’s table for the sake of Jonathan, whom he loved.  So God allows Christians to sit at His table for the sake of Jesus, His beloved.

b. In his love for his son Absalom even after he rebelled against him in spite of all the good David had done to him (See Romans 5:8; Luke 15:11-24).
