C.
The Thirty and Others:  Read 2 Samuel 23:24-39; 1 Chronicles 11:26-47

Notice that Asahel, Joab’s brother, was one of a group of 30, but there were 37 in all: 2 Samuel 23:24a, 39b.  3, 3, and 30 make 36.  Who was probably the 37th?

Notice that 1 Chronicles 11:41-47 lists 16 additional names after Uriah the Hittite, who was last in the Samuel list.  How can you explain this?  (THINK!)
